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INSTALLATION

4. To turn on, toggle the switch (1/0) on the back of g
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CONTROL
1. To switch on, press the@ button. To switch off, press the button again. The device will cool down and switch off after a few
seconds.

2.  When the device is in operating mode, pressing ® button repeatedly will change the device's operating status: low
temperature-high temperature-18°C-21°C-24°C-27°C-cold air.

3.  When the device is in the working state, press the@ button to turn on the timer. Each press of this button will extend the timer
by 1 hour (up to 12h). The operation of the device will automatically stop, depending on the number of hours set.

4. If you do not use the device for a long time, remove the battery.

MAINTENANCE

- After the product has cooled completely, wipe the outer surface with a soft
cloth and clean the air vents with a soft brush.

- After cleaning, until the product is completely dry, it can be used with
electricity or placed in its original packaging and placed in a dry and ventilated place for proper storage.
